 Song of Solomon 2:12a 
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 òHe is not here; he has risen, just as he said. Come and see the place where he 
lay.ó These are the words the angel said to the women when they came to the grave early 
in the morning. 

At dawn Mary Magdalene and the other Mary had decided to go the grave ð as painful as it 
would be. They wanted to pay their last farewell and anoint Jesusõ body as was the  
custom. But then everything was different, the stone was rolled away, the grave was open 
and somebody said: òHe is not here; he has risen, just as he said. Come and see the 
place where he lay.ó  
 
The reaction is not joy but panic. They tremble with fear and run away. 

A closed grave, a dead body - this they could have accepted. They had experienced it many 
times before; death is part of life, however cruel, unjust and untimely. 

But to imagine a dead man who lives. That cannot be true. It just cannot be. 

So they ran home, closed the door, and locked it. They said to each other, òWhat we just 
saw, the empty grave, that young man ð we wonõt tell anybody about all this. Nobody will 
believe us. They will think we have gone mad.ó 

But still, they had seen the empty grave, they had heard the words, òHe is not here; he 
has risen, just as he said. Come and see the place where he lay.ó  

Words can be like seeds. They are sown into our hearts. There they may lie quietly for a 
while, sometimes for a long time until the tiny seeds break open and begin to grow. 

Seeds were planted into the hearts of the women, òHe is not here; he has risen.ó They 
couldnõt forget those words. They started to grow - they made their way through their fear 
and through their panic. Tentatively at first, as a tiny bit of hope: maybe it is true what the 
messenger said. òHe is not here; he has risen, just as he said. Come and see the place 
where he lay.ó  

They couldnõt forget those words. The Resurrection could not be silence or ignored, not at  
that time, not throughout the many years since and, even today, the seed continues to 
grow. 
 
Maybe we have our own doubts when we hear those words. But a little seed of hope is put 
into our searching, often fearful and doubting, hearts this Easter season. And though it may 
be as tiny as a mustard seed, it will grow. We can give it time, we can nurture it and make 
room for in in our life and it will grow.

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Dear Congregation,   

 A couple of years ago I went to an ecumenical gathering 

with different discussion panels. The one I attended was about  

community centered ministry. The leader of the panel asked me to 

introduce myself. I said: òMy name is Chun Zhang and I am the 

pastor of Emmanuel Lutheran Church in North York.ó Then he 

asked us: òWhatõs wrong with that?ó All the attendees looked at each other confused. He 

replied: ò100 years ago you would have said, ôMy name is Chun Zhang and I am a Lutheran 

pastor to the people of North York.õ because in those days when a denominational pastor 

was appointed he was assigned to the whole community and his congregation would have 

understood that their pastor was there to serve outside their walls.ó 

 This interaction changed my understanding of ministry completely. 

 

 In his 2014 book The New Parish, Friesen Dwight talks about how churches should 

reframe their self-concept to a much older word: parish. While seemingly only used by 

Catholics and older protestant churches, parish extends the churchõs responsibility beyond 

their walls and to the community surrounding it. The church that is emerging in the parish 

today is different in many ways. The first difference is that the neighborhoodñin all its 

diversityñhas a voice that contributes to the form of the church. There is a growing sense 

that the Spirit works through the relationships of the neighborhood to teach us what love 

and faithfulness look like in that particular context. (p. 31) 

 

 By reframing their existence as outward instead of inward, and understanding how 

wisdom and forms come from outside their walls, churches that embrace this simple 

change of phrase can also experience transformation. 

 

 Who am I? I am Chun Zhang and I am a Lutheran pastor TO the people of down-

town Hamilton and I am supported by, and working with, the parishioners of St. Johnõs 

Lutheran Church on the corner of Wilson Street and Hughson Street North.
